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The purpose of this study is to explore the impact on the learning effectiveness of the
Creative Makeup Design Course with a literacy-oriented learning strategy. This study attempts
to change the traditional teacher-centered traditional teaching and narrative "teacher teaching,
student learning" teaching method. Towards a student-centered learning model, which increases
students' independent inquiry, independent thinking, and integrated expression ability in the
learning process, so that students can study independently. The study participants of this study
are students of the second year of the “Creative Makeup Design” course of the Department of
Fashion and Beauty Application. The researchers focus on guiding with clear ideas, motivating
students to learn, and in accordance with the course goals to be achieved, teachers lead the course.
Students think and discuss, and make corrections and creative experiences on the actual works.

In order to deepen literacy-oriented learning strategies, teachers should provide more
authentic learning opportunities as a goal. Researchers think about the close geographical
relationship between the school and the South Island tribe. There are also many indigenous
students in the school. The collaborative teaching of Aboriginal scholars and experts, and actual
participation in South Island tribal cultural activities in the spare time, allows students to actually
use the professional make-up skills acquired in the course, integrate into the totem image and
connotation of Aboriginal culture, and hope to promote students to the Aboriginal ethnic group
Cultural cognition and identity, and more interaction, understanding and connection with
indigenous students.

This research also cooperates with teaching participation observation, taking photos,
interviews, teaching reflection record forms, and feedback questionnaires to collect data analysis,
qualitative and quantitative analysis to review students' attitudes and effects on the creative
makeup design course, and Whether the understanding and identity of the indigenous ethnic
group culture has changed.
